The U.S. Embassy in Dakar isissuing this Warden Message to inform American citizens
that the U.S. Embassy in Nigeria released the following message on February 1, 2007:

The Government of Nigeria has confirmed the first case in Nigeria of a human infected
with the H5NI (Avian Fu) virus. Thevictim died on January 17, 2007, according to a
gtatement from the Nigerian Information Minister. The U.S. Centersfor Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) are working with the Nigerian government to further investigate
the extent of the outbreak.
