New L awsin Senegal

Two new laws have recently goneinto effect in Senegd. Thefirgt prohibits the use of cdl
phones while driving, unless the driver isusing “hands-free” headphones and microphone. The
finefor violating thislaw is 12,000 FCFA. Locd police are aggressvely enforcing this law.
Once the police officer stops the vehicle, the driver isissued an attestation and the police officer
confiscates the driver’s license or diplomatic ID card until thefineis paid.

The second requires helmets for al bicycle, moped, scooter and motorcycle driversriders and
passengers. It isunknown at this time what the fine for violating this law will be.
